Filings by Chapter
Filings increased under all

bankruptcy chapters, except Chapter
12. Chapter 7 filings increased 3.6 per-
cent, from 1,135,436 in 2003 to
1,176,654 in the 12-month period
ending March 31, 2004. Chapter 13
filings rose 0.3 percent, from 464,369
at the end of March 2003 to 465,878
in 2003. Chapter 11 filings rose 8.6
percent, from 10,722 in 2003 to
11,649 in 2003. Only Chapter 12 fil-
ings fell, dropping 9.3 percent from
632 in March 2003 to 573 in March
2004.

Chapter 7 is designed to allow individuals to keep certain exempt property while the remaining
property is sold to repay creditors. Under Chapter 13 bankruptcy, creditors may be repaid in installments, in
full or in part, over a 3- to 5-year period. Chapter 11 provides for a business to continue operations while
formulating a plan to repay its creditors. Chapter 12 is designed to meet the needs of financially distressed
family farmers. Chapter 9 provides protection for a financially distressed municipality from its creditors
while it develops and negotiates a plan for adjusting its debt.
