Timing. Unless doing so is impractical, the"
court must enter the preliminary order
sufficiently in advance of sentencing to
allow the parties to suggest revisions or
modifications before the order becomes final
as to the defendant under Rule 32.2(b)(4).
General Order. If, before sentencing, the
court cannot identify all the specific
property subject to forfeiture or calculate
the total amount of the money judgment,
the court may enter a forfeiture order that:
(i) lists any identified property;
(i1) describes other property in general
terms; and
(iii) states that the order will be amended
under Rule 32.2(e)(1) when additional

specific property is identified or the
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amount of the money judgment has
been calculated.

(3) Seizing Property. The entry of a preliminary
order of forfeiture authorizes the Attorney
General (or a designee) to seize the specific
property subject to forfeiture; to conduct any
discovery the court considers proper in
identifying, locating, or disposing of the
property; and to commence proceedings that
comply with any statutes governing third-party
rights. The court may include in the order of
forfeiture conditions reasonably necessary to
preserve the property’s value pending any
appeal.

(4) Sentence and Judgment.

(A) When Final. At sentencing — or at any

time before sentencing if the defendant
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consents — the preliminary forfeiture order
becomes final as to the defendant. If the
order directs the defendant to forfeit specific
property, it remains preliminary as to third
parties until the ancillary proceeding is

concluded under Rulé 32.2(c).

(B) Notice and Inclusion in the Judgment. The

court must include the forfeiture when
orally announcing the sentence or must
otherwise ensure that the defendant knows
of the forfeiture at sentencing. The court
must also include the forfeiture order,
directly or by reference, in the judgment,
but the court’s failure to do so may be
corrected at any time under Rule 36.

Time to Appeal. The time for the defendant

or the government to file an appeal from the
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forfeiture order, or from the court’s failure to
enter an order, begins to run when
judgment is entered. If the court later
amends or declines to amend a forfeiture
order to include additional property under
Rule 32.2(e), the defendant or the
government may file an appeal regarding
that property under Federal Rule of
Appellate Procedure 4(b). The time for that
appeal runs from the date when the order
granting or denying the amendment
becomes final.

(5) Jury Determination.
(A) Retaining the Jury. In any case tried before
a jury, if the indictment or information
states that the government is seeking

forfeiture, the court must determine before

the jury begins deliberating whether either
party requests that the jury be retained to
determine the forfeitability of specific
property if it returns a guilty verdict.

Special Verdict Form. If a party timely
requests to have the jury determine
forfeiture, the government must submit a
proposed Special Verdict Form listing each
property subject to forfeiture and asking the
jury to determine whether the government
has established the requisite nexus between
the property and the offense committed by

the defendant.

(6) Notice of the Forfeiture Order.

Publishing and Sending Notice. If the court
orders the forfeiture of specific property, the

government must publish notice of the order
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and send notice to any person who
reasonably appears to be a potential
claimant with standing to contest the
forfeiture in the ancillary proceeding.

(B) Content of the Notice. The notice must
describe the forfeited property, state the
times under the applicable statute when a
petition contesting the forfeiture must be
filed, and state the name and contact
information for the government attorney to
be served with the petition.

(C) Means of Publication;, Exceptions to
Publication Requirement. Publication must
take place as described in Supplemental
Rule G(4)(a)iii) of the Federal Rules of Civil
Procedure, and may be by any means

described in Supplemental Rule G(4)(a)iv).
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Publication is unnecessary if any exception
in Supplemental Rule G(4)(a)i) applies.

(D) Means of Sending the Notice. The notice
may be sent in accordance with
Supplemental Rules G(4)(b)iii)-(v) of the
Federal Rules of Civil Procedure.

(7) Interlocutory Sale. At any time before entry of
a final forfeiture order, the court, in accordance
with Supplemental Rule G(7) of the Federal
Rules of Civil Procedure, may order the
interlocutory sale of property alleged to be
forfeitable.

Except for a tracking-device
warrant, the warrant must identify the
person or property to be searched, identify
any person or property to be seized, and
designate the magistrate judge to whom it
must be returned.

Warrant Seeking Electronically Stored
Information. A warrant under Rule
41(e)(2XA) may authorize the seizure of
electronic storage media or the seizure or
copying of electronically stored information.
Unless otherwise specified, the warrant
authorizes a later review of the media or
information consistent with the warrant.
The time for executing the warrant in Rule
41(e)(2)(A) and (£)(1)(A) refers to the seizure
or on-site copying of the media or
information, and not to any later off-site
copying or review.

Warrant for a Tracking Device. A tracking-
device warrant must identify the person or
property to be tracked, designate the

magistrate judge to whom it must be
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returned, and specify a reasonable length of
time that the device may be used. The time
must not exceed 45 days from the date the
warrant was issued. The court may, for
good cause, grant one or more extensions for
a reasonable period not to exceed 45 days
each. The warrant must command the

execution of the warrant must prepare and
verify an inventory of any property seized.

If either one is not present, the
officer must prepare and verify the
inventory in the presence of at least one
other credible person. In a case involving
the seizure of electronic storage media or
the seizure or copying of electronically
stored information, the inventory may be
limited to describing the physical storage
media that were seized or copied. The
officer may retain a copy of the
electronically stored information that was

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Rule 45. Computing and Extending Time

(a) Computing Time. The following rules apply in
computing any time period specified in these rules, in
any local rule or court order, or in any statute that
does not specify a method of computing time.

(1) Period Stated in Days or a Longer Unit.
When the period is stated in days or a longer
unit of time:

(A) exclude the day of the event that triggers
the period;

(B) count every day, including intermediate
Saturdays, Sundays, and legal holidays; and

(C) include the last day of the period, but if the
last day is a Saturday, Sunday, or legal
holiday, the period continues to run until
the end of the next day that is not a

Saturday, Sunday, or legal holiday.
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(2) Period Stated in Hours. When the period is
stated in hours:

(A) begin counting immediately on the
occurrence of the event that triggers the
period;

(B) count every hour, including hours during
intermediate Saturdays, Sundays, and legal
holidays; and

(C) if the period would end on a Saturday,
Sunday, or legal holiday, the period
continues to run until the same time on the
next day that is not a Saturday, Sunday, or
legal holiday.

(3) Inaccessibility of the Clerk’s Office. Unless
the court orders otherwise, if the clerk’s office is

1naccessible:
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(A) on the last day for filing under Rule 45(a)(1),
then the time for filing is extended to the
first accessible day that is not a Saturday,
Sunday, or legal holiday; or

(B) during the last hour for filing under Rule
45(a)(2), then the time for filing is extended
to the same time on the first accessible day
that is not a Saturday, Sunday, or legal
holiday.

(4) “Last Day” Defined. Unless a different time is
set by a statute, local rule, or court order, the
last day ends:

(A) for electronic filing, at midnight in the
court’s time zone; and
(B) for filing by other means, when the clerk’s

office is scheduled to close.
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(5) “Next Day” Defined. The “next day” is
