May it not be correct,
however, to enlarge the rule slightly by stating an'
exception exists, if the case, involves the element
of the person's character as, for instance, if the
case has to do with the person's having stated
falsely relevant information and this false-statement
concerns an aspect at issue in the case?

Again, I look with satisfaction on the current
material regarding the Preliminary draft of The-
Rules and I thank you and the others on the'
Committee for requ-sting -.my comments and reactions.
