A judicial emergency is defined as the following:

District court

® any vacancy where weighted filings are in excess of 600 per judgeship;
any vacancy in existence more than 18 months where weighted filings are between 430 and 600

per judgeship;

Circuit court

panel.

any court with more than one authorized judgeship and only one active judge.

® any vacancy in a court of appeals where adjusted filings per panel are in excess of 700;
® any vacancy in existence more than 18 months where adjusted filings are between 500 to 700 per
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
